Original Work

Fieldwork in geology is almost always a collaborative project – this will be the case in this course as well.  In ESPC 341, collaboration means discussing ideas, sharing observations in the field, and working out problems with your field partners (both at the outcrop and with regard to understanding the literature).  What is NOT considered honest collaboration is working as a pair/group to produce identical products (maps, strat. columns, field notes, etc) OR relying on data collected by or analyzed by others. You may discuss anything with each other, point out interesting observations/outcrops, work in pairs for field measurements, however, your final project must be your own unique work. Evidence of copying from peers or other sources will result in failure of the course. The individual field exercises are described below.
